Bible Story:

Resurrection

Matthew 28:1-10

Three days after Jesus was killed, two of Jesus’

Question:
1. What did the angel tell the two ladies named Mary to go and do? Share that Jesus is alive!
2. Do you think the two women named Mary were happy? Yes!
3. Are you happy too? Yes!



Activity: Jesus is Alive Color sheet and song

Supplies: print the color sheet and have your child color the picture and share it with someone
they want to tell that Jesus is Alive!

You may also wish to sing the following song with your child(ren) and have them do the actions
with you.

Tune: “Old MacDonald”

Spread the good news everywhere. (Hold arms up and turn in a circle.)
Jesus is alive! (Pat hands against a partner’s hands.)

Take the good news here and there. (Point around the room.)

Jesus is alive. (Pat hands against a partner’s hands.)

Step-step-hop. (Step, step, hop.)

Don’t be slow. (Wave “come on.”)

Right foot, left foot. (Step with right foot, then left foot.)

Do-si-do! (Cross arms over chest, then circle around partner.)

Spread the good news everywhere. (Hold arms up, and turn in a circle.)
Jesus is alive. (Pat hands against a partner’s.)

Blessing:
Touch your child and say: “May you always share the good news of Jesus.”

Prayer:
Dear God, thank you for sharing Jesus with us. Jesus is alive! Amen.
