Question/Statement:

1. In our story do you think Mary was afraid? Was God with her?
2. Is God with you when you are afraid? God will give you courage!

Activity: Smelling Scents (Sensory)

Supplies: Vanilla Extract, perfume, or some other item you have at home that smells
nice.

Say: The perfume Mary used to anoint Jesus’ feet smelled good. Mary showed how
brave she was and how much she loved Jesus by using the expensive perfume. Judas
didn’t think it was brave. He told Jesus she should have sold the perfume and given
the money to the poor. Jesus said that what Mary did was right. She was showing her
love for him.

Let’s smell this vanilla extract (or perfume) together and imagine using it on Jesus’
feet to let Him know how much we love Him.

Wonder: Would you be afraid to pour perfume on Jesus’ feet to let Him know you
love Him?

Be Strong (Song)

Supplies: None

Continue to teach your child(ren) the following song to the tune of “The Bear Went
Over the Mountain.”

Sing: Be strong! Let your heart take courage! Be strong! Let your heart take courage!
Be strong! Let your heart take courage and be strong in the Lord!

Say: Our bible verse for the month is Psalm 27:14, the song we just sang. Saying or
singing a favorite Bible verse can help us have courage.

Wonder: What else can you do to have courage?

Blessing:
Touch your child and say: “May God bless you with courage and strength.”

Dear God, help me share my love for Jesus without being afraid. Amen.
